Training Tip of the
Season

Many ticks infest dogs when they
run through the woods or fields.

When you find a tick, use tweezers
to pick up the body and pull slowly
and gently. Try and pick it out,
otherwise you may need to take
your pet to the vet. Ticks can carry
Lyme disease and Rocky Mountain
Spotted Fever, so you should wash
your hands thoroughly with soap
after handling a tick.

To dispose of the tick, drop it into
alcohol to kill it, and then dispose
of it.
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
